I am ashamed of my university.

S ince some of you are aware that [ went to college at the
University of Notre Dame, I cannot remain silent about the
controversy that has enveloped that school and, in a way,
involves all of Catholic higher education in the United
States. I would like to explain a bit about what is going on.

It has been the practice of Notre Dame to invite each
President of our country to speak, usually at the May
commencement exercises. It is obviously a great honor to
have so notable a figure as the President accept an invitation
to give an address to those who are graduating. Since 2004,
however, Catholic institutions in the United States have been
