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From the Pastorõs Desk 

I   am writing on Sunday evening, probably a week 

before most people will be reading this column. It is the 

end of the Solemnity of the Body and Blood of Christ, 

and so I thought I would describe what I did after the last 

Mass concluded. 

 

Perhaps you recall reading about a Corpus Christi 

procession that would be held in St. Paul. After I said 

goodbye today to our missionary, Fr. Jason Marco, I went 

to the rectory in Mendota Heights to have something to 

eat, and then went off to park my car near the Cathedral. 

Then with my alb and stole tucked under my arm, I joined 

a large group of people who were waiting at the edge of 

the Cathedral parking lot for the shuttle buses that would 

take us down to the Holy Family Residence of the Little 

Sisters of the Poor, not far from the High Bridge. At 2:00 

we were ready to begin. The sisters and the clergy went to 

the chapel for the beginning of the procession. We led 

Bishop-elect Lee Piche, who held the monstrance 

containing the Blessed Sacrament. We wound through the 

building and out into the garden overlooking the 

Mississippi River. That area was filled with people who 

ranged in age from senior citizens to babies in strollers. 

We had a brief liturgy there, enhanced by trumpets and 

filled with singing. Then the real procession began. 

 

We were handed bottles of water as we left the grounds of 

the Little Sisters. After the cross and candles walked 

sisters in blue habits and grey habits, according to their 

religious order. The seminarians, deacons, and priests 

followed, and then Bishop-elect Piche. He walked under a 

canopy supported by four poles. Four men held the poles 

and set the pace of our movement. They were followed by 

the laity, who numbered around 800. We walked into 

Irvine Park and around the beautiful fountain there. Park-

goers and residents of the neighborhood watched as such 

a large crowd sang songs and slowly walked with Christ 

in the Blessed Sacrament. We left the park and walked 

near the Science Museum and up the hill (Eagle 

Boulevard) to Kellogg Boulevard. The police were a great 

help to us as they stopped traffic so we could cross 

Seventh Street, Smith Avenue, and the exit and entrance 

ramps of 35E. We finally reached John Ireland Boulevard 

and walked up to Summit and the Cathedral of St. Paul, 

singing and praying the Divine Mercy Chaplet the entire 

time. 

 

In the Cathedral, there was another short prayer service, 

and it ended with Benediction of the Blessed Sacrament 

(the Bishop-elect made the sign of the cross over us with

the Blessed Sacrament in the monstrance) and the praying 

of the Divine Praises. Then we all were invited to an ice 

cream social on the lawn of the Cathedral, behind the 

rectory. 

 

So what did we accomplish? Well, we gave outward 

expression to our faith in the Real Presence of Jesus in the 

Eucharist. A Corpus Christi procession shows some 

exuberance about the faith. It allowed us to give a positive 

witness to the people driving by, to the people in 

restaurants, to the people in parks, and the little children 

who were with us. Who organized such a complicated 

event?  It was young adults who did this. I often witness 

the hand-wringing people engage in, worrying that no 

young people believe or care about their faith. Well, you 

should see what I just saw!  The faith is alive. There is no 

doubt about that. Sometimes we just get caught up in 

thinking that all that exists is what we see in our own 

daily (or weekly) experience. Maybe you should try 

coming to something like this. Different kinds of faith 

events are advertised in these pages all of the time. Maybe 

you think a Corpus Christi procession is not really your 

style. Then I invite you to come next year, even if only as 

an onlooker who is somewhat skeptical about such things. 

Jesus just might open up a part of you that you didnôt 

realize was there.

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History Corner 

History of St. Peterôs Council of Catholic Women 
Over the years, the women of St. Peterôs Church have 
done volunteer work under many different ñheadingsò 
such as Holy Rosary Society, Rosary and Altar Society, 
Womenôs Club, and most recently, Council of Catholic 
Women (CCW). The first time CCW is mentioned is in 
the minutes of November 5, 1957. The women in the 
early years worked hard for our church! Some of the 
things they did to raise money and provide social 
activities and fun for our parishioners were planning and 
carrying out ice cream socials, various card parties, 
including one called ñvanishing card party,ò turkey 
dinners, ham dinners, Valentine parties, birthday parties 
for the children, pancake breakfasts, bake sales, Mardi 
Gras parties, bridal shows, fall festivals, parish cookbook, 
ñchuck hole dances,ò paper sales, ñfasting luncheons,ò 
rummage sales, Christmas bazaars, ñshowersò for the 
nunsô residence, fashion shows and luncheons, Madonna 
tea parties, home tours, selling fresh farm eggs and of 
courseïBingo!! They also collected Betty Crocker 
coupons to buy kitchen goods and Green Stamps to buy 
just about anything! 
 

The women were responsible for cleaning the church, the 
school, and the pastorôs residence. They even did 
windows and the laundry! It was the duty of these women 
to purchase flowers and decorate the church for all 
holidays and feast days. For many years there was a gift 
shop (down by Heritage Hall) operated by Frances 
Shields. Money from the sales would go to buy supplies 
for the school. St. Peterôs women of the past were 
extraordinary and the traditions of hard work, duty, and 
endless sacrifice continue on with the women of today.
