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From the Pastorõs Desk 

A rchbishop Nienstedt recently sent all priests a letter 

about Natural Family Planning Awareness Week. Quite a 

few Catholics might not have any idea what this is, and 

that is why this week was set aside: to increase awareness 

of NFP as an acceptable technique for postponing 

pregnancy or for achieving it by using the bodyôs own 

natural signs to determine the precise days of fertility. 

The Archbishopôs letter includes these paragraphs: 

 

ñFor the past five years, the USCCB has asked that we 

join in the celebration of the gift of natural family 

planning by observing National NFP Awareness Week. 

This yearôs 2009 event is July 19 through July 25. The 

week provides an opportune moment to re-evaluate how 

we foster fidelity to the Churchôs teaching on sexuality 

and advance NFP for the good of all marriages and 

families. As we know, we are facing a time of great 

confusion, ignorance and misinformation about Church 

teachings on human sexuality, chastity, marriage, 

conjugal love, responsible parenthood, and the moral 

regulation of births. Regrettably, many of the faithful no 

longer remember that God entrusted men and women 

with the gift of being co-creators and that children are the 

supreme gift of marriage. 

 

ñWith concern for the right formation of conscience, the 

faithful require an understanding of the dignity of the 

human person and the meaning of human sexuality. 

Please consider NFP Week as an occasion to share the 

Churchôs wisdom with the faithful, many of whom truly 

do not understand the teaching on contraception. This is a 

great opportunity to reveal conjugal love as a tremendous 

gift from God as well as to guide the faithful to a better 

understanding of the responsibility it requires.ò 

 

NFP Awareness Week is observed in July to mark the 

anniversary of the encyclical letter Humanae Vitae, which 

was published on July 25, 1968. Last year, having just 

arrived in the parish, I mentioned NFP in a Sunday 

homily about how worthwhile it is to sacrifice everything 

for the kingdom of heaven. I said: ñOne way we can 

[make this sacrifice] is by embracing Godôs gift of human 

sexuality as the Church teaches. Friday was the 40th 

anniversary of Humanae Vitae, the encyclical of Pope 

Paul VI that reaffirmed the Churchôs teaching that 

contraception is incompatible with the life of grace. 

Instead of accepting only certain aspects of Godôs plan for 

married life and rejecting others, couples can accept it in 

its entirety by embracing Natural Family Planning in 

order to space the birth of their children.ò

Those words elicited quite a reaction. A few parishioners 

were upset about what one called ñthat birth control 

homily.ò  I learned long afterward that someone went into 

the parish office one weekday, looked around, and said to 

everyone present, ñWhy canôt the priests just stay out of 

the bedroom?ò But others were pleased to hear a 

referenceðeven a brief oneðto Church teaching in this 

very sensitive area. Should the Church stay out of the 

bedroom? Can she? I would be dishonest if I said that 

Christôs Church has no right to teach about certain parts 

of the moral life, and that there are parts of my life that 

are none of Godôs business. The gift of sexuality is an 

important part of who we are. It is not my intention to 

upset anyone. As I have stated in the past, I want to 

describe the teaching of the Church as appealingly as I 

can. And NFP is something appealing. Oh, it requires 

some sacrifice, itôs true, but the practice of it provides a 

husband and wife with constant reminders of Godôs 

wondrous design, build right into our bodies. I hope you 

will be open to learning more about Natural Family 

Planning as a gift and an opportunity.
