From t he Pastor s

We on the parish staff were shocked by the death of our
wonderful colleague and friend Sue Scherer. I can say I am
grateful for the kindness so many in the parish have shown in
asking how we are doing. We are all going to be just fine, but
we are still left with the unanswerable question of why
someone so young should die.

In 1984, Pope John Paul II wrote an apostolic letter on the
Christian meaning of human suffering called Salvifici Doloris.
In it, he says that while suffering is subjective (always
experienced by each person in a unique way), suffering is still
an objective reality, apart from the ways it affects us. He writes
that evil and suffering are closely connected, and reminds us
that evil always refers in some way to a good. If there is evil,
there must also be good. I suppose we can say that suffering
results from an absence of goodness.

The late Holy Father goes on to write these paragraphs:
it is obvious that
widespread in the animal world. But only the suffering
human being knows that he is suffering and wonders
why; and he suffers in a humanly speaking still deeper
way if he does not find a satisfactory answer. This is a
difficult question, just as is a question closely akin to
it, the question of evil. Why does evil exist? Why is
there evil in the world? When we put the question in
this way, we are always, at least to a certain extent,
asking a question about suffering too.

AiBoth questions are di
them to another individual, when people put them to
other people, as also when man puts them to God. For
man does not put this question to the world, even
though it is from the world that suffering often comes
to him, but he puts it to God as the Creator and Lord of
the world. And it is well known that concerning this
question there not only arise many frustrations and
conflicts in the relations of man with God, but it also
happens that people reach the point of actually denying
God. For, whereas the existence of the world opens as
it were the eyes of the human soul to the existence of
God, to his wisdom, power and greatness, evil and
suffering seem to obscure this image, sometimes in a
radical way, especially in the daily drama of so many
cases of undeserved suffering and of so many faults
without proper punishment. So this circumstance
showsd perhaps more than any otherd the importance
of the question of the meaning of suffering; it also
shows how much care must be taken both in dealing
with the question itself and with all possible answers
to it.

Assumption Day is August 15

On the Church's calendar, every day has a rank: weekday,
optional memorial, obligatory memorial, feast, or
solemnity. Some of the solemnities are so important that
the faithful have an obligation to observe them as they
would observe a Sunday. There are only five holy days of
obligation left on the calendar in our Archdiocese: All
Saints (November 1) the Immaculate Conception of the
Blessed Virgin Mary (December 8) Christmas
(December 25) Mary, Mother of God (January 1), and
the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary (August 15)

Two of those days, December 8 (because it is our national
feast day in the United States) and December 25 are holy
days of obligation every year. On the other three
solemnities, there is no obligation to come to Mass if the
day falls on a Saturday or a Monday, so as not to lay too
heavy a burden on the faithful. Saturday, August 15 is
the Solemnity of the Assumption. There is no obligation
to come to Mass because it falls on a Saturday, but
everyone is invited to come nonetheless. Mass will be at 9
a.m. in the Historic Church. We will have three readings,
the profession of faith, and music, of course. Why not
come to Mass for this important feast of Our Lady? (That
same Saturday, the Vigil Mass of Sunday will take place
at 5:00 in the afternoon as usual.)
