I used to make regular visits, in a parish where I once served,
to a woman named Lorraine. She was advanced in years, and
was too unsteady on her feet to come to Mass. Three days a
week, she had to rise very early and be taken by a volunteer to
dialysis. She explained to me that in some medical procedure a
few years before, her perfectly normal kidneys were damaged,
and she had had to begin the endless cycle of visits to a dialysis
center, spending several hours lying in a recliner while her
blood was cleaned mechanically. Lorraine detested having to go
there. Her arm would bleed at the needle site, and with
increasing frequency she would feel very weak after the
sessions. Her life was affected in ways I would not have been
able to guess: for example, she could no longer drink anything
more than a small sip of water at a time. She sometimes wanted
to give up. She had asked about the possibility of a kidney
transplant, but her doctor gently explained that she was too old
to receive a donor kidney. It was hard for her to hear, but she
knew that donor kidneys would have to go to younger people,
with more of |ife to Ilive.
rationed.

But how far can a society go in rationing care? If it makes sense
to say that donor organs should be given only to people who are
likely to benefit more from them, is it wise to do that with all of
health care? At what point do we say a person is no longer
worth enough to warrant spending much money on him or her?

And wh o makes t hose
them?
I n case you havenot not i

taking place on health care these days. I am deeply concerned
about what I have been hearing about the versions of the bill
proposed in both houses of Congress. It is my understanding
that, if one of the current versions become law, health care
reform will include abortion services provided at taxpayer
expense. People of faith who believe that human life begins at
conception should not accept this. I urge you, no matter what
your political bent might be, to oppose any legislation that does
not specifically exclude abortion coverage.

Besides the matter of abortiond which all Catholics must
understand deprives people of the most fundamental right, the
right to lifed there are other matters addressed in the current
health care reform debate that concern me. I understand that the
proposed bill provides for government workers to make visits to
the elderly no less frequently than every five years to make sure
senior citizens understand that they can decide not to receive
care at certain points. I know that many people who have
struggled with a medical condition for a long time decide to
sign a fADo Not
brought back from a brush with death only to go on living in
very poor health. People can make those decisions without the
federal government encouraging them to do so. Our older
citizens should not have to be protected from their own

St. Peterbés Cemetery
St . Peterdéds Cemetery is | of
13, overlooking the Church of St. Peter.

The first recorded buri al i
of Olivier Emile Faribault on October 10, 1840. It is
believed that there were burials in the cemetery even prior

to that date. Unfortunately, some markers were made of

wood or soft stone and have eroded. Also, vandals may

have removed or destroyed some stones. Many graves

were never marked.

Approximately four years ago a group of parishioners
making up the cemetery committee decided to expand St
Peter s Cemetery. The
dealing with consultants, the city of Mendota Heights, the
highway department, the construction of a new road and
turn-around, letters to the local Native American Tribes,
archaeologists, and landscapers. The work was well worth
it as we now have a beautiful new walkway, 261
additional full-size graves, 100 in ground cremations, and
80 baby graves sitting at the top of the hill.
