This Sunday we return to Gospel readings that are drawn from
the Gospel according to Mark after spending a long time
moving through the tremendously important sixth chapter of the
Gospel of John. I hope you recall the sadness of Jesus, who
watched as most of his disciples abandoned him and went back
to their old way of life when they realized they could not accept
his teaching of the Bread of Life. He wants all people to accept
him and trust what he reveals, precisely because it is he who
reveals it, and he is worthy of trust.

And so we see that it is possible to walk away from Christ and
his Church, to break the bonds of communion that unite us to
him and to each other. He will not prevent us from abandoning
him. As so many of you know, the Second Vatican Councild

took place in four sessions in the autumns of 1962, 1963, 1964,

and 1965. I suppose most people would think the main point of
Vatican II had something to do with the liturgy. The bishops of
the Catholic Church believe differently. They have said (in
1985) that one of the main ideas found in the documents of
Vatican II is that of an ecclesiology of communion, an
understanding of the Church relating to fellowship or union.

Usually t he wor d Acommuni
reception of the sacrament of the Eucharist. But here,
communion refers to what unites us to Jesus Christ and his
Church. In his encyclical letter on the Eucharist a few years
ago, Pope John Paul II uses the concept of bonds to illustrate
our communion. He says that the Church must promote
communion with the Triune God and communion among the
faithful. The late Holy Father states:
iThe celebration of
starting-point for communion; it presupposes that
communion already exists, a communion which it
seeks to consolidate and bring to perfection. The
sacrament is an expression of this bond of communion
both in its invisible dimension, which, in Christ and
through the working of the Holy Spirit, unites us to the
Father and among ourselves, and in its Vvisible
dimension, which entails communion in the teaching
of the Apostles, in the sacraments and in the Church's
hierarchical order. The profound relationship between
the invisible and the visible elements of ecclesial
communion is constitutive of the Church as the
sacrament of salvation. Only in this context can there
be a legitimate celebration of the Eucharist and true
participation in it. Consequently it is an intrinsic
requirement of the FEucharist that it should be
celebrated in communion, and specifically maintaining
the various bonds
de Eucharistia, 35).
In other words, the Eucharist expresses a communion that has
both an invisible dimension (which unites us to the Father and
unites us among ourselves) and a visible dimension (which
unites us in the teaching of the apostles, the sacraments, and the
hierarchical order of the

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e hose bonds of communion intact. Invisible
commuiiion is about each individual person remaining in the
state of grace, so that anyone conscious of a grave sin must
receive the sacrament of Reconciliation before receiving the
Eucharist.

The other way we maintain our connection to Jesus and his
Church, the visible bonds of communion, is something we must
not forget, either. The same encyclical says visible ecclesial
communion is expressed in a series of bonds listed in Vatican
I 1 &6s Dogmati c Constituti
incorporated into the society of the Church who, possessing the
Spirit of Christ, accept her whole structure and all the means of
salvation established within her, and within her visible
framework are united to Christ, who governs her through the
Supreme Pontiff and the bishops, by the bonds of profession of
