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From the Pastorõs Desk 

Almost a month ago I received my link to the online 

version of the September Clergy Newsletter for our 

Archdiocese. I was pleased to find the following letter 

from Archbishop Nienstedt. Perhaps you remember that I 

preached a series of three homilies on the topic of the 

liturgy itself on January 18, January 25, and February 1. 

At that time I said: ñThe Churchôs 2004 document 

Redemptionis Sacramentum (On Certain Matters to be 

Observed or to be Avoided Regarding the Most Holy 

Eucharist) makes 15 different references to the rights 

people have at Mass. For example, they have the right to 

a Mass that is well planned and free of modifications that 

stray from the Churchôs approved rites. And people have 

the right to appeal to their priest so that he will be faithful 

to what the Church asksðand if he will not listen, they 

have the right to take their concern first to their bishop 

and then to those who work for the Holy Father at the 

Vatican.ò Well, if you were wondering why other parishes 

did not seem to be paying any attention to what I claimed 

was an instruction for the whole Catholic Church, this 

letter should provide an answer. How great that we will 

at last be using the same set of principles! 

 

Dear and Reverend Fathers and Deacons, 

 

Over five years ago, the Congregation for Divine Worship 

issued an instruction entitled Redemptionis Sacramentum 

at the request and direction of the Holy Father. The 

subtitle of this instruction was descriptive of the textôs 

contents and purpose: ñOn certain matters to be observed 

or to be avoided regarding the Most Holy Eucharist.ò 

 

As I have only recently learned, shortly after the 

documentôs release, an official statement from the 

chancery was distributed to the priests and pastors of the 

Archdiocese of Saint Paul and Minneapolis in which it 

was suggested that prior to any action being taken to 

implement the instruction, a period of study and 

catecheses was needed, so that the norms enunciated and 

the abuses condemned within the document would be 

better understood. This prudent call for deliberation and 

well thought out implementation unfortunately was 

interpreted by some as a mandate to withhold the 

implementation of the document altogether, even up until 

now.  

 

I write, therefore, to inform you that the norms found 

within Redemptionis Sacramentum are now normative for  

the whole Church and, therefore, are to be followed  

within the Archdiocese of Saint Paul and Minneapolis.

The Eucharist is the source and summit of our Faith. It is 

of utmost importance that unity of worship, albeit one that 

respects that treasured gift of legitimate diversity, be 

fostered and maintained within this local church. As the 

shepherd entrusted with the task of ensuring that the 

People of God are able to worship as the Church intends, 

as is their right, I ask you to examine the current practices 

of your particular parish or institutional community as to 

whether or not they comply with the directives of 

Redemptionis Sacramentum. If they do not, I am directing 

you to ensure that the norms of the instruction are 

implemented within your community, and in particular, to 

remove from your community whatever practices are 

explicitly forbidden within that document.

I am certainly aware that some portions of this document 

may raise questions for you or your staff. Therefore, any 

concerns regarding how to go about implementing this 

document may be directed to the Archdiocesan Office of 

Worship (651.290.1633). Particular concerns or 

difficulties may always, of course, be addressed directly 

to me.  

 

I thank you for your cooperation in this crucial matter, 

and promise you my continued prayers and support as we 

work together to provide the best liturgies we can in the 

worship of God.
