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From the Pastorõs Desk 

L ast winter, Archbishop Nienstedt made an 

announcement that may in some way affect the life of 

every Catholic in the Twin Cities. The announcement has 

led to the formation of a task force, the writing of 

newspaper articles, the inserting of summaries in the 

bulletin, and many, many meetings featuring some hard 

thinking and strong debate. And yet I have the sense that 

the majority of you who are reading this have no idea 

what the announcement was. 

 

Archbishop Nienstedt announced the beginning of an 

archdiocesan planning process called ñThat They May All 

Be One.ò And it will have an impact on our lives as 

Catholics, whether you realize it or not. It will lead to 

recommendations that the Strategic Task Force will make 

to Archbishop Nienstedt in August 2010, and then it will 

be up to him to decide what to do. The whole point of this 

process is to figure how best to use our priests and other 

resources in the future. 

 

Our parishioners were first informed of this by means of a 

bulletin insert made available on April 5 (Palm Sunday) 

that described the creation of the 16-member task force. 

The second insert came on May 31; it revealed the 

timeline of meetings of priests, parish leadership, parish 

staffs, and parishioners. The third bulletin insert came on 

July 12. At the Masses, I drew special attention to this 

insert in particular, since it was a two-sided fact sheet 

about our current state of affairs that I found nothing less 

than astonishing. You should be sure to pick up an extra 

copy at the information center or look at it on our website 

if you havenôt seen it. The fourth bulletin insert came on 

August 16 and listed the eight possible regional 

parishioner meetings you may attend (the next convenient 

one for our area is at Holy Spirit in St. Paul on Thursday, 

October 1). Your input at any one of these regional 

parishioner meetings will be presented to the strategic 

task force. 

 

The fifth and most recent insert was published on 

September 13. It contains a message from Archbishop 

Nienstedt and a summary of the main themes that have 

been discussed in the dozens of priest meetings that have 

taken place in the last several months. There are 16 

regions of the 12-county Archdiocese; these are called 

deaneries. Our deanery includes our parish, the West 

Side, West St. Paul, South St. Paul, Inver Grove Heights, 

Woodbury, St. Paul Park, and Cottage Grove. The priests

in this deanery met for three or four hours at a time on 

June 9, August 11, and September 9 to begin our role in 

this process. Each of the other deaneries should have been 

meeting in a similar way, so that we can make 

presentations to the task force in December. 

 

Maybe you are wondering what could happen as a result 

of this. No one knows for sure, and our archbishop has 

stressed that there are no foregone conclusions. This is a 

consultation phase of a longer planning process, and one 

that has never before happened in this Archdiocese. We 

know that there are at present 182 priests serving as 

pastors of the 218 parishes, and ten years from now it is 

likely we will have fewer pastors than we do now. 

Archbishop Nienstedt stated in the September 13 insert: 

ñThe primary principles guiding this process are intended 

to guarantee: that full sacramental ministry will be 

available to every Catholic in the Archdiocese; that all 

areas of the Archdiocese will have sufficient pastoral 

leaders; that special concern will be given to the needs of 

the poor, marginalized, and immigrant; and that 

consideration regarding Catholic schools will be included 

in the planning process. While these changes which are 

currently taking place in almost every area of this great 

Archdiocese are the impetus for this planning process, the 

process itself is not primarily about becoming a more 

efficient local Church. Instead, the main goal is to foster a 

revitalized and sustainable local Church, responsive to the 

needs of all our brothers and sisters in Christ.ò  

 

I do hope that you will be as involved as you can be in 

this important process.
