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From the Pastor’s Desk 

I  am happy to be able to inform you about three 

different things that are coming up for the parish. The first 

is that St. Peter‟s has been chosen as one of many 

parishes to be used by the Saint Paul Seminary in order to 

form someone who is studying at the seminary. The 

seminary program consists of four kinds of formation: 

academic, spiritual, human, and pastoral. As part of his 

pastoral formation, each seminarian, unless some other 

arrangement has been made, is given a local parish with 

which he will be associated during his time at the 

seminary. I am very happy that we are thought well 

enough to be one of these parishes, which are called 

“teaching parishes.” It‟s not really that the seminarian will 

teach the parish, but that the parish will teach and help 

form the seminarian. This is called the Teaching Parish 

Program. In it, the seminarian continues to live at the 

seminary, worshipping there, taking graduate level classes 

in theology, and growing spiritually through the many 

programs that go on there. The work is intense, and the 

hours are long. Yet an important aspect of the formation 

of a future priest is pastoral formation. 
 

The seminarian who has been assigned to St. Peter‟s is 

Steve Jones. He is in his second year of the four-year 

program, and he is studying for the Diocese of Sioux Falls 

in South Dakota. He will be introducing himself, and for 

almost three years, we can expect to see more of Steve all 

of the time. His involvement will increase even as he is 

asked to place his emphasis on different aspects of parish 

life. He will come to know a small group of people very 

well, as they will form a committee of parishioners who 

will meet with him regularly—about eight times during 

the September-through-May academic year. He will be 

here on many Wednesdays and on one Sunday each 

month. We will all have the great blessing of going 

forward with him through these years of formation. 
 

The second thing I would like to tell you is that I am 

going on a trip to Rome next Sunday, October 11. I will 

be leaving in the afternoon, after the last Mass, and will 

be returning on Thursday, October 22. I‟m looking 

forward to this vacation, which will be a very spiritual 

one. I will be travelling to Krakow in Poland as well, to 

see not only that historic city whose archbishop became 

Pope John Paul II, but also the Marian shrine at 

Czestochowa and the site of the infamous concentration 

camp Auschwitz. It‟s likely I will be at that site on 

Sunday the 18th when you come for Mass on the only 

weekend I‟ll be away. I hope you will pray for me on this 

holy trip, and I will surely remember you in my prayers in 

Rome and Krakow.

The final announcement I would like to make is that 

Archbishop Nienstedt has accepted my invitation to 

celebrate Mass here at St. Peter‟s! He will be here for the 

5:00 Mass on Saturday, October 31. You might recognize 

that date as Halloween, which means that those with 

children might find it difficult to be present. Naturally, I 

did not choose October 31 as the ideal date for something 

as exciting as the Archbishop‟s visit; it was the only date 

he could come. So he will be here for the Mass on the Eve 

of All Hallows (which is what “Hallowe‟en” really 

means), or as we know it, the Eve of All Saints. 

November 1 is the Day of All Saints, and it would be a 

holy day of obligation if it didn‟t fall on Sunday. So I 

hope you will consider making a special effort to be here 

at Mass at 5:00 on Halloween if you possibly can, so we 

can worship God together with the pastor of the local 

Church of St. Paul and Minneapolis.

There is no reason to panic as we prepare for the flu 

season, but we should all take steps to help prevent the 

spread of illness. 

 

Please stay home if you are sick. If you have influenza-

like symptoms, including fever, body aches, runny or 

stuffy nose, sore throat, nausea, or vomiting or diarrhea, 

you should stay home and avoid contact with other 

people. The CDC recommends you stay home for at least 

24 hours after your fever is gone without the use of fever-

reducing medication. Missing Mass due to illness is not 

sinful; it is prudent and shows a respect for your brothers 

and sisters. 

 

Take common sense steps. During Mass, at the Sign of 

Peace, you may choose to simply say “Peace be with 

you,” without offering your hand. During Communion, 

you may elect to receive the Blessed Sacrament in the 

consecrated host and not receive the Precious Blood from 

the chalice. Reception of the Blessed Sacrament in the 

hand is the best way to reduce the possibility of flu virus 

transmission.  

 

Practice good hand hygiene. Cough or sneeze into a 

tissue or your upper sleeve, not your hands. As always, 

ministers of Holy Communion are encouraged to wash 

their hands with soap and water or use an alcohol-based 

hand sanitizer before distributing Communion.
