From t he Pastor s

Occasionally a question will arise about the way the
Sacrament of Baptism is celebrated in the parish. I
thought I would take this opportunity to explain how we
schedule Baptisms, which will be valuable for expectant
parents and for the people of the parish who find
themselves involved in this sacrament.

Baptism is of such great importance that it would be hard
to overstate the matter. It is the gateway to all of the other
sacraments, and to the entire sacramental life of the
Church. Through Baptism, instituted by Jesus after his
Resurrection and before his Ascension, the merits he won
by his death and resurrection can be applied to us. Once
baptized, a child or adult becomes a son or daughter of
God. Original sin and any personal sin (if the person
baptized is already old enough to distinguish between
right and wrong) is forgiven in Baptism, and someone
becomes a member of the Church. So it would seem
fitting for the people of the parish to be able to witness
children being baptized from time to time. This really
only happens if they take place during the celebration of
Mass, so we do some Baptisms that way. When | came to
the parish, I found that if a baby was going to be baptized
during one Mass, efforts were made to arrange for a baby
to be baptized at each of the other two Masses as well. |
decided to change that, and to group the baptisms
together. I will explain why.

The book we use to celebrate Baptism bears the
wonderfully creative title The Rite of Baptism for
Children. 't states: AAs far
babies should be baptized at a common celebration on the
same day. Except for a good reason, baptism should not
be celebrated more than once on the same day in the same
church. o The instructd.i
paschal character of baptism, it is recommended that the
sacrament be celebrated during the Easter Vigil or on
Sunday, wh en t he Church
resurrection. On Sunday, baptism may be celebrated even
during Mass, so that the entire community may be present
and the necessary relationship between baptism and
eucharist may be clearly seen, but this should not be done

too often.o The Church
have baptisms during
itoo ofteno?

It seems that
if we had a third of those Baptisms during Mass and two-
thirds of the Baptisms at other times, we would be in

Some of the children are baptized at the same time as
another child, so that means that of our 156 Sunday
Masses in a year, about 10 would include the Baptism of
one or two babies.

The Rite of Baptism is actually quite complicated. It
involves the greeting at the church door and a question
about what the parents wish for their children.

The priest blesses the water
with a very long and ancient prayer, and then the parents
and godparents renounce sin and profess their faith. Next

Cemetery

As a reminder the policy for cemetery decorations are as
follows:

*  Decorating graves with fresh cut flowers is
welcomed.

* No planting of any kind may be done in the
ground at gravesites.

*  Flowers placed at the time of interment will be
left a minimum of three days. Potted plants from
funerals are not allowed in the cemetery. They
will be discarded.

*  Flowers, plants and decorations placed on graves
during the mowing season of April through
October will be removed weekly in order to carry
out the normal lawn care and maintenance.

*  During the growing season, maintenance
personnel remove unsightly decorations from
graves. Spring clean up begins in March, weather
permitting, and all winter decorations are
removed. Fall clean up begins in October and all
summer decorations are removed.

*  QGlass containers are not permitted at any burial
site at any time.

*  Decorations deemed objectionable can be
removed at the discretion of cemetery
management.

* The cemetery cannot assume any liability for
decorations placed on burial sites.
