We are approaching another Halloween in America.
The day seems to get bigger (and anticipated further in
advance) every year. Sometimes I hear people say that
they donot
but that may be due partly to demographic cycles in
neighborhoods and partly due to the fact that there are
now many kinds of Halloween celebrations. Retailers
have discovered in Halloween a real treasure chest of
opportunity to sel/l us t
just sit back and marvel at how much money gets spent in
our day on a holiday that was not especially well known
only a few decades ago. Some senior citizens recalld as
one man did for med that when they were children they
never did anything for Halloween.

Since many people of all agesd but especially young
peopled have a real love for the way they have come to
celebrate the day, I will not begrudge them their fun. But
it is wise, I think, to call to mind the fact that the origins
of Halloween are religiousd a fact little known any
l onger . I ts name comes

meaning the Eve of All Saints. Yes, the next day,
November 1, is All Saints Day. From as long ago as the
4™ century Christians have observed a celebration in
honor of the saints, beginning with the martyrs but
developing into a feast of all of the saints. In the 800s its
celebration was fixed on November 1 to draw attention
away from the Celtic pagan feast of the Druids in Ireland.
This remains the date of the feast of All Saints in many
Christian communities, but certainly for the Catholic
Church. It is one of the five remaining holy days of
obligation in our Archdiocese, although it is one of the
three on which the obligation to attend Mass is set aside if
it falls on Monday or Saturday. This year All Saints Day
is on Sunday, which is perfect, so that many more people
than usual will get to experience the richness of the feast
and to ask for the prayers of the countless men and
women who have gone before us and now behold the face
of God in heaven. I hope everyone will make a deep
association of Halloween with All Saints Day, the real
reason for popular secular holiday.

The day after All Saints Day is All Souls Day: a day to
pray for those who have died and are in need of our
prayers. Now, those who have died and are in heaven
have no need of our prayers: they are already completely
united with God and could want for nothing else. Those
who have died and are in hell are eternally separated from
God, and our prayers are of no use to them. But Christians
