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Last Saturday you who were at Mass at the parish had Fr.
Frederick Sserugga as a substitute for me while I went to
camp. Yes, | was at a camp, but not to stay in a tent or a
cabin. The 42 teenagers from our parish who are
preparing to receive the sacrament of Confirmation this
winter were staying for the entire weekend at Camp
Wapogasset, just outside of Amery, Wisconsin. They
were with Ed Overell, our Confirmation coordinator, and
some other adult leaders, and they used their time very
well to plunge more deeply into their faith at this time just
before they commit to living it in a more heightened way.

My mission was to celebrate Mass. But there is more to it
than my simply driving there for Mass and immediately
getting back into my car and going home. The time away
from the church and classroom setting of the normal
Confirmation program presents an opportunity to engage
the young people in a very different way.

At camp, Mass is celebrated using a folding table as an
altar. A rather plain sheet served as the altar cloth, but the
improvising could end there, because I have a traveling
Mass kit. My version of the standard Mass kit is a black
nylon bag that zips open to reveal some foam with cutouts
for the various vessels
little chalice, a covered flat container for large and small
hosts, medicine bottles to hold water and wine, a small
crucifix on a stand, and glass votive candle holders to
round out the necessities. The normal altar linens can rest
on top, all folded as usual. That kit has been with me to
France, England, Hungary, and all around the United
States. For the Mass with the youth, I brought along the
books (the lectionary and sacramentary) and my
vestments, and we were ready to go. Four of the
Confirmation candidates read the readings, Psalm, and
general intercessions. We had to look around a post at
each other (I guess everyone who remembers the old
church is experienced at that technique). The temperature
shot up in that closed room. Although I thought it would
be fun to attempt to sing, I knew I would be in the
minority, so we did not have music. As someone put it,
we fAtalked the songs, 0
the Sanctus, and so on.

(We also established that teenagers do not read the
bulletin, so someone might have to tell them that I am
making a reference to their retreat and that I say hello.)
