This past Tuesday I received my Appeal mailing; perhaps
you received yours the same day. Our hope is that now,
having seen and heard the message the Archbishop wants
to communicate to you, you will locate the letter and
pledge card you received at home, and will read it
carefully. Then we are asking you to bring it to Mass next
Saturday or Sunday (February 13 or 14), so that you can
drop it into the basket when we have a special collection
just for those reply envelopes. We will have extra
envelopes and pens available in the pews in case you
come to Mass without the mailing you got at home, but
we hope that you will bring your personalized copy with
you to church. Once we collect the pledge cards and the
payments that are enclosed, we tabulate the information
and send the cards on to the Archdiocese. One card that
the parish will not receive is mine. My situation, like that
of all of the priests, is a bit different. We send our pledge
directly to the Archdiocese.

Last year, our parish goal was $68,093. I am pleased to
tell you that we did achieve our goal in 2009. This year,
