From the Pastor’s Desk

7-;16 printing schedule of the bulletin makes it
necessary for me to write early in the week, and as [ write
this article it is Monday of the first week of Lent. It is also
February 22, the Feast of the Chair of Peter, a topic to
which I will return. For now I must take this opportunity
to say that after the first evening and the special Monday
morning session of the parish mission, it’s apparent that it
is a great success! On Sunday evening more than a
hundred people assembled in the Main Church for the
opening session of our mission. We began with song: the
words, the quiet tone, and the repetition all served to
make it a real time of prayer. Deacon Ken Baldwin then
addressed us all, speaking of creating our hearts anew,
dedicated to God and wanting to be nothing if not first
hearts that are in love with him. (It has been very good to
have the deacon staying in the rectory where I live in the
Ivy Falls area of Mendota Heights.) I know all who were
present were inspired by what they heard, as I’'m sure we
all were at the weekend Masses when he preached the
homily. After the main talk came a time of Eucharistic
adoration, with some singing, and then a witness talk. On
that first night Carol Mulvihill spoke movingly about how
her heart came to be renewed by God as he drew her to
marriage, to the Catholic faith, and to our parish in
particular. At the same time, quite a few teenagers and a
smaller group of elementary-age children went to their
own breakout sessions. The time of fellowship afterward
lasted so long and was so satisfying that [’'m sure it was
an indication of how much everyone enjoyed the first
night.

Today, after the very well attended morning Mass on our
feast day, forty of us repaired to Heritage Center for
refreshments and coffee, and enjoyed a special talk by
Deacon Ken on the spirituality of senior citizens. (Some
who were present wondered why he was talking about
senior citizens to “people like us”!) It was also a very
helpful talk for spiritual growth, and an important
reminder about how the tools of everyday life are sacred,
in that every part of life, no matter what it is, is part of the
path to holiness when we are living for God at all times. |
am very grateful to Deacon Ken Baldwin for this insight
into how we grow closer to God, and for his presence
among us as we were beginning Lent. [ am confident that
this parish mission will be an event whose effects will be
felt for a long time to come.

I want to express my gratitude to the parish staff, who
really made the parish mission come together as
seamlessly as it did. You all deserve the thanks of the
parish for setting everything up as an open door, through

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which we could all walk. Special thanks go to David
Dunst, who came to me with the idea of a parish mission
in the first place. Dave assembled a group of musicians
who spent many hours rehearsing, and added more of our
regular members of music ministry during the mission
sessions themselves to lead us in what was truly sung
prayer. Participants in the mission were most enthusiastic
about the music. Thanks to all of you who were a part of
the music! The parish mission meant no small amount of
work for most of the staff, who arranged for publicity and
hospitality, who brainstormed about parishioners who
could give witness talks, who cleared a room and created
a child care area, and who arranged with our insurance
company for special approval of the child care area. Staff
members found volunteers, they created special sessions
for children and teens, and participated in many of the
sessions themselves. So to you other staff, I extend my
deep gratitude: Kathy Raible, Ed Overell, Tom Deshler,
Darlene Olson, Lisa Amos, Rita Holien, Mary Jubenville,
Geri Korman, Steve Olson, Brandon Carrier, Jenn Foehl,
and Amy Baker. [ also thank our members who gave
witness talks: Carol Mulvihill, whom I mentioned
already, and Phil Breckman. This could not have
happened without all of you!

Someone told me that when some parishioners
remembered a previous parish mission that was called a
“parish retreat,” they were actually recalling an event that
happened 18 years ago. That should give us all some
perspective on how profound an experience a parish
mission can be. Now all of you who participated will be
poised not just to have a holy Lent, but to have a role to
play in extending the fruits of the parish mission far
beyond that, and to the rest of the parish.

I opened with a reference to the February 22 Feast of the
Chair of Peter. This feast day, which we can claim as our
own since the parish bears the name of St. Peter, is a feast
that celebrated the unifying role of our shepherd, the
Bishop of Rome. Pope Benedict XVI serves the people of
the world as the successor of St. Peter the Apostle and the
Vicar of Christ—a calling that must certainly be tiring
and sometimes painful for him, even as it is joyful and
thrilling at other times. When Pope Benedict looks up
from a microphone and sees a vast crowd, I can only
imagine what he experiences in the way of trepidation!
Yet he knows they are not there to see Joseph Ratzinger.
They are there to see their shepherd. They are there
because they love God. Please do pray for the Holy
Father, and in this Year for Priests, for all who have
responded to the calling to serve Christ and his Church as
shepherds. ~Fr.
