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From the Pastor’s Desk 

imploring your mercy for the people entrusted to 
their care and for all the world. 

And so may the full number of the nations, gathered 
together in Christ, be transformed into your one 

people and made perfect in your kingdom. Through 

our Lord Jesus Christ, your Son, who lives and 
reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, God for ever 

and ever. 

 

So that reveals a sense of what the more elevated language 

of the Mass will sound like in the future. 

 

This Monday is Memorial Day, and I wish you a pleasant 

holiday. Even more than that, I want to urge you to pray for 

all who have died serving our nation. Mass on Memorial 

Day will be at 11:00 in the Historic Church, so that 

afterward those who wish may go up to our cemetery to 

meet the members of the VFW who will be honoring the 

veterans buried there. The VFW members should arrive 

shortly before noon. (May 31 is also the Feast of the 

Visitation of the Blessed Virgin Mary, so the music at Mass 

on Memorial Day will be mostly Marian songs, but there 

will be patriotic music as well.) 

 

Next Sunday is the Solemnity of the Body and Blood of 

Christ, a feast often called Corpus Christi. It is an important 

day for Catholics, as we celebrate the wonder of the 

Eucharist as the Body and Blood of Jesus. One way in which 

we do that is through Eucharistic processions. Such 

processions are a way of rejoicing in the gift of the Eucharist 

as a treasure. Centuries ago, Christians (there were no 

divisions then between Catholics and Protestants) brought 

the Eucharist outside their churches and processed with joy 

and solemnity through the streets of their villages and towns. 

They sang and walked with the Blessed Sacrament, 

eventually having their priests carrying the Eucharist in 

precious monstrances covered by elaborately embroidered 

canopies. 

 

For many years after the Second Vatican Council (1962-

1965), the practice of Eucharistic processions fell into 

disuse. In 1997, a group of lay people decided to revive it on 

the archdiocesan level. Every year since then, a procession 

has been held in either St. Paul or Minneapolis. This year on 

Corpus Christi (Sunday, June 6, 2010) the procession will 

begin at 2:00 at the Law School of the University of St. 

Thomas in downtown Minneapolis (LaSalle Avenue 

between 11th and 12th Streets). We will walk the beautiful 

route to the Basilica of St. Mary. A homily and Benediction 

of the Blessed Sacrament will take place at the Basilica at 

3:00, followed by an ice cream social. Then buses will return 

us to the Law School and our cars at 4:00. You are warmly 

invited to attend this two-hour event! To walk behind the 

Eucharist carried in procession is to give expression to our 

love for God. It is an act of exuberance for our faith, and we 

can all use opportunities to show a little of that, especially 

on Corpus Christi.

I   am writing before the big regional workshop for priests 

begins. Iôm pleased that it is happening at our parishða 

testament to our fine Heritage Center, which is nicer than 

any other church social hall I have ever seen! By the time 

you read this the workshop will have concluded, and so will 

the ordination Mass at the Cathedral of St. Paul. I am happy 

to welcome seven new priests to serve the people of our 

Archdiocese. 

 

As English translations of Latin prayers are on my mind 

these days, I might tell you that for several years already 

bishops have been using the new translation of the Rite of 

the Ordination of Priests. Its style is similar to what the 

entire Mass will be like within a year and a half. I want to 

reprint for you the central paragraphs of what is called the 

consecratory prayerðthe words by which a deacon becomes 

a priest. I will print first the old translation, and then the new 

one, so that you will be able to see the difference in style. 

 

Almighty Father, grant to these servants of yours 

the dignity of the priesthood. Renew within them the 
spirit of holiness. As co-workers with the order of 

bishops may they be faithful in the ministry they 
receive from you, Lord God, and be to others a 

model of right conduct. 

May they be faithful in working with the order of 

bishops, so that the words of the Gospel may reach 

the ends of the earth, and the family of nations, 
made one in Christ, may become Godôs one, holy 

people. 

 

The new translation contains all of the old text, and also 

includes new paragraphs as well: 

Grant, we pray, Almighty Father, to these, your 
servants, the dignity of the priesthood; renew deep 

within them the Spirit of holiness; may they 
henceforth possess this office which comes from 

you, O God, and is next in rank to the office of 

Bishop; and by the example of their manner of life, 
may they instill right conduct. 

May they be worthy co-workers with our Order, so 

that by their preaching and through the grace of the 
Holy Spirit the words of the Gospel may bear fruit 

in human hearts and reach even to the ends of the 
earth. 

Together with us, may they be faithful stewards of 

your mysteries, so that your people may be renewed 
in the waters of rebirth and nourished from your 

altar; so that sinners may be reconciled and the sick 
raised up. May they be joined with us, Lord, in
