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From the Pastor’s Desk 

reminded us of the importance of the celebration of the 

Liturgy of the Hours and of our personal forms of daily 

prayer besides. We priests are not required by law to 

celebrate Mass every day, but we are called all the same 

to do so. It’s the most important part of my day, because 

the Eucharist is the most important thing we receive from 

God. God himself comes to us whenever we receive 

Communion. 

 

Today’s feast is that of the Body and Blood of Christ, 

often called Corpus Christi for short. It is a feast of 

exuberance, of overflowing love for Jesus Christ present 

in the Eucharist. He loves us and comes to us frequently, 

in fact he comes to us whenever we celebrate Mass. It 

might be that from time to time you will have to make a 

spiritual communion, if you cannot receive the Eucharist 

itself. The most common reason for not being able to 

receive Communion happens when someone, without 

thinking, eats or drinks something within an hour of the 

time for receiving Communion (water and medicine are 

the only exceptions). Some of you might remember when 

the Eucharistic fast, as it is called, had to begin at 

midnight the night before receiving Communion. It was 

shortened to three hours in the 1950s and then to only one 

hour in the 1960s, which is so brief a time that you would 

have to be eating at church or in the car on the way to 

church to break the Eucharistic fast in most cases.  

 

It would also be necessary to refrain from receiving 

Communion if you have tried to get married when you 

were not free to be married, and have not had the situation 

rectified through the Church. Being in a state of serious 

(mortal) sin would also make someone unable to receive 

Communion until he or she is reconciled to God through 

sacramental Confession. Usually this is described as 

having, with full knowledge of the gravity of the sin and 

with consent of the will, broken one of the Ten 

Commandments. (You can read about this in sections 

1854 through 1861of the Catechism of the Catholic 

Church.) If, for whatever reason, you are unable to 

receive the Eucharist, you would just remain where you 

are while the Communion procession is going on and 

express in prayer your desire to receive Jesus. But I want 

to emphasize that for people who are able to receive 

Communion, the greatest devotion they can show is to 

receive Communion with love. 

 

Let us rejoice in the gift of the Eucharist, in which the 

Real Presence of Jesus comes to us and dwells in us.

L ast Saturday I was present at the Cathedral for the 

ordination to the priesthood of our seven newest priests. It 

is always an exciting day for everyone present! The 

Cathedral was filled to capacity, as far as I could tell, 

which means there were about 3000 people there. 

Archbishop Nienstedt was the celebrant, and he 

acknowledged Archbishop Flynn, who just the day before 

had celebrated his 50th anniversary—fifty years as a 

priest! Bishop Piché was there, as were Bishop John 

LeVoir of New Ulm and Bishop Paul Sirba of Duluth. 

Right in front of me was none other than Fr. Rick Banker, 

who at the end asked me how everything is here at St. 

Peter’s. We were among 120 priests concelebrating in one 

section of pews. 

 

Now we priests witness the ordination every year. We can 

get used to it. I am so interested in the perspective of the 

families of the men who were ordained. The families are 

not necessarily Catholics, yet their son or brother or 

nephew is part of this tremendous celebration! I hope they 

enjoyed themselves, and that they learned something from 

what was said in the prayers of the Mass. We can all learn 

from the words we use to pray. 

 

After the moment the deacons became priests during the 

ordination rite, they were vested in the stoles and 

chasubles of priests, and the Archbishop anointed their 

hands with chrism. Then the gifts were brought forward, 

including a paten and a chalice. One by one, the new 

priests placed their hands on the paten and chalice while 

Archbishop Nienstedt continued to hold them. This was a 

sign of their receiving the gifts the people had brought 

forward. When I was ordained, these were the words 

Archbishop Flynn spoke back then: “Accept from the 

holy people of God the gifts to be offered to him. Know 

what you are doing, and imitate the mystery you 

celebrate: model your life on the mystery of the Lord’s 

cross.” These are words that bear repeating. I know I need 

to remind myself of them always. 

 

The mystery that priests celebrate is the mystery of the 

Eucharist, the re-presentation of the one sacrifice of Jesus. 

We cannot offer Mass in a routine manner, just trying to 

get through it. That would be a horrible thing to do. I 

guess it would be easy for anyone to lose sight of how 

great the gift of the Eucharist is. Last Saturday, 

Archbishop Nienstedt reminded the men being 

ordained—and all of us—that the Church urges priests to 

celebrate Mass every day, even on our day off. He also
