Lilydale, and Sunfish Lake, most of Mendota Heights, 

and all of Eagan north of Yankee Doodle Road. I am 

responsible for the pastoral care of everyone who lives in 

this territory, whether they have ever filled out a 

registration form or not. Earlier this year, I was informed 

that a man was dying at home nearby, and that his family 

wanted him to be anointed. I was filled with an awareness 

of how important this was when he died five hours after I 

anointed him. Now he was a Catholic, but didnôt go to 

Mass, and had no parish home. I had quietly told his wife 

when he was alive that he deserved a funeral, and that he 

could certainly have a funeral Mass at St. Peterôs. They 

decided to have a funeral outside the celebration of Mass 

in a funeral home, and wondered if I might be available to 

lead it. I was, and so I led that very brief rite. I was able to 

tell the family that I had prayed for their loved one at 

daily Mass, and they seemed to be pleased. There is a 

saying: ñYou only have one chance to make a good first 

impression.ò We could alter it a little, and say: ñWe only 

have one chance to make a good last impression.ò Who 

knows what may have been able to seep into the hearts of 

his family when they saw that the parish of St. Peter did 

not abandon them when they needed Godôs help? Thatôs 

why we are not very restrictive here when it comes to 

burying the dead. The parishôs generosity was also 

appreciated by someone who had moved to Arizona, but 

whose husband was to be buried at Fort Snelling. She 

wanted him to have a funeral Mass that Midwestern 

relatives could attend, and was very grateful that it could 

be here at St. Peterôs after other churches had declined her 

request. We have around 40 funerals a year. They are not 

hard to do, and it means a great deal to those who wonder 

whether they have a right to a funeral or not. I thank the 

many parishioners who help us at the time of a funeral, 

from sacristans and musicians to those who serve the 

luncheon. The families of the deceased are tremendously 

grateful!

A n important part of what we do as a parish is to care 

for those who are experiencing the death of a loved one. 

We are part of a group of churches that sponsor, as I hope 

you have heard, a series called ñGrowing Through Loss.ò 

We have a prayer service each All Souls Day for the 

families of those who have died in the past year. There 

might be other occasions that we are called on to assist 

someone individually. The most important thing we do, 

however, happens at the time of death, as we prepare for 

the funeral. 

 

It might surprise you to learn that funerals are among the 

most rewarding experiences a priest has. Someone has 

diedðthat much is true. Yet preparing for and celebrating 

a funeral for the person who has died is very often a 

chance to encounter family members who are pleased 

with the dignified way they are able to say goodbye to 

that person they love. If everything has gone the way it is 

supposed to go during a final illness, if there was one, I 

would have met the deceased person while he or she was 

still living, and I might even know the spouse or other 

family members, too. Iôll take this occasion to remind you 

that there is nothing in the Catholic Church named ñLast 

Rites.ò The Anointing of the Sick should happen rather 

early in an illness, and may be repeated if the illness 

grows more severe. When the person is near death but 

still awake and able to swallow, then the sacrament of the 

dying should be given, and that is Viaticum, the formal 

name of Communion given to a dying person. The person 

can be anointed again, of course, whether conscious or 

unconscious, and can receive the Apostolic Pardon as 

well. One version goes this way: ñBy the authority which 

the Apostolic See has given me, I grant you a full pardon 

and the remission of all your sins in the name of the 

Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.ò It is an 

honor to be at the bedside of a dying person. But family 

members should not wait until it is too late to call a priest 

for the Anointing of the Sick. If the person has been ill, he 

or she should be anointed long before the moment that the 

end of earthly life seems near. 

 

I might be thought kind of loose because of what I am 

about to share, but it is an example of what a Catholic 

parish is expected to do. The people who belong to a 

parish are all of those who are formally registered 

members of the parishðthose whose names are in our 

computer system. But the parish also includes all of the 

faithful who live in its territory (and who are not members 

of some other parish). St. Peterôs includes all of Mendota,
