even on the same bilingual sign!) In Montreal we stayed 

in the older, historic section, right next to the stunning 

Basilica of Notre-Dame. There were old stone buildings 

of medium height (ten to fifteen stories or even more), 

with a great many featuring engraved tablets that 

identified them as a telegraph office, a bank, or a railroad 

headquarters of ages past. Mixed with those were much 

older stone buildings of only a few stories. The streets of 

Old Montreal were thick with tourists, and in some cases 

with the horse-drawn carriages that appeal to many such 

people. To my great surprise, about ten blocks west of 

that area was a different district that is called 

ñdowntown.ò Unlike Minneapolis or St. Paul, in which 

skyscrapers or other tall modern towers were mixed in 

with historic buildings, in Montreal almost all of the 

modern towers were built together in a brand new 

downtown. Yet it was quite easy to walk between the two 

areas, through attractive parks or on crowded shopping 

avenues. My relatives and I did a lot of walking, took the 

bus once, and were whisked around underground on 

Montrealôs Metro. A highlight was visiting the Oratory of 

St. Joseph on Mont-Royal (the hill that gave Montreal its 

name). The Oratoryôs founder, Blessed Andre Bessette, 

C.S.C., will be proclaimed a saint in October this year, so 

it was moving to visit his grave and the rooms containing 

stacks of crutches abandoned by people who no longer 

needed them. They were healed after following Brother 

Andreôs advice to ask St. Joseph for his prayers. 

 

We took the train for three hours to Quebec City for the 

conclusion of our trip. I think we could have used far 

more time there, so I will just have to go back. A small 

port area only a couple of blocks deep clings to the north 

bank of the mighty St. Lawrence River. Steep cliffs rise 

from the Lower City, and a single street doubles back on 

itself to reach the walled Upper City. Quebec is North 

Americaôs only walled city north of Mexico, and it is 

simply thick with history. Its quaintness is impossible for 

me to describe adequately; no movie set could reproduce 

its charm. The scenic beauty of its location is matched 

only by its strategic position in the days of warships and 

cannon. We visited La Citadelle, the fortress that 

protected the city. We could look from there to the river 

far below, where in 1759 British warships pummeled the 

capital of New France into submission with cannon fire 

that lasted for months. When British troops defeated the 

French on the Plains of Abraham outside the city walls in 

a brief battle, the city surrendered and France lost its 

colony in North America. Such a tale to be told in such a 

beautiful place!

T his is the last bulletin of the summer that is meant to 

cover two weeks, so soon we will be back in the weekly 

swing of things. It could take me a few days from the time 

of this writing to be back to normal, though, because I 

have been away for much of the last two weeks. As I 

mentioned at Sunday Mass, my vacations in places new to 

me tend to be less than relaxing. I love nothing more than 

to see as many sights in a new city as possible. The week 

before was not exactly restful, either, even though I was 

away from the parish. So my intention is to regale you 

with my travel stories in this column. 

 

During the first week of August I spent three nights in La 

Crosse, Wisconsin. I belong to a group of priests who go 

on an educational vacation each year, and this year our 

trip was all educational and not so much a vacation. 

Archbishop Raymond Burke was once the Bishop of La 

Crosse, and then the Archbishop of St. Louis. Now he is 

the prefect of the Supreme Tribunal of the Apostolic 

Signatura in the Vaticanðin other words, he is like the 

Catholic Churchôs Chief Justice of the Supreme Court. He 

is also a kindly and humble man, very soft spoken and 

very prayerful in his celebration of Mass. Anyway, our 

group of priests asked if he could speak to us, and he 

instead invited us (who are not canon lawyers) to attend a 

canon law conference at the Shrine of Our Lady of 

Guadalupe in La Crosse. So that is where I was. 

 

Some of you have likely been to the Shrine, which was 

built in the hills just outside the city of La Crosse. If you 

havenôt, I would encourage you to make a visit there. The 

Shrine Church is absolutely beautiful! Just five years old, 

it is built in baroque style and looks as though it had been 

moved from Rome. The grounds feature a memorial to 

the unborn, outdoor Stations of the Cross, and four 

separate areas to pray the rosary. These last areas show 

each of the four sets of five mysteries of the rosary, all 

portrayed in painted tiles. 

 

I was home for two days for the Masses and a wedding, 

and then left again on Sunday for Canada. My brother, his 

wife, and I went for four nights in Montreal and one in 

Quebec City. We also had a sixth ñbonus nightò in 

Montreal, thanks to an airline flight cancellation, but we 

tasted little of the city that last day except for a bowl of 

onion soup in the hotel. I cannot say enough about how 

beautiful I thought Montreal and Quebec City were. 

(Interestingly, in French the capital is referred to only as
